This little loom started life 
with a very simple purpose 
in mind to teach the 
principles of using an inkle 
loom in a classroom or 
group situation, then the 
student could go on to
purchase a full size inkle 
loom.  The challenge was to
create a loom small enough 
to have a group of people 
with looms in their laps or 
on tables without 
interfering with their 
neighbor, and still getting a 
respectable weave length 
and to work like a full sized 
inkle loom.  Our solution 
was to use plywood in the 
min i inkle loom version 1, it 
weighs less then 12 ounces 
is only 15 x 8 inches and 
weaves a 5 foot finished 
warp.  Our new loom 
worked too well and all 10 
prototypes were bought by 
the students in the first 
class.  In less then 5 years 
of production we are soon to 
approach 1,000 Mini Inkle 
looms made.  They are now 
in secondary and high 
schools across the US and 
are very popular with those 
on the go, in car, plane, or 
subway.  You can find our 
looms in homes across the 
country and around the 
world.  They fit easily in a 
bag and can be used almost 
anywhere.

Our mini inkle loom version
2 came about due to an
unforeseen reaction of our
classroom version.  It went
ballistic with beginning
weavers but also the
weaving hobby in general
for its convenience and
portability.  As the more
advanced weavers started
grabbing up our classroom
model they requested a
more accurate tensioning
device as we have on all of
our larger looms.  So on the
version 2 the tensioning
device is changed from the
movable peg on the
classroom version to a
sliding tension device.  In
doing this change we have
given the weaver the ability
to control their tension and
creating a better finished
product.  In the future the
version 1 will be phased out
over time as the version 2 is
the ultimate in a mini inkle
for all its features.  As in all
of our mini series of looms it 
is made of furniture grade
plywood.  Weighs less then
12 ounces is 8 x 15 inches
and weaves a 5 foot long
finished piece.  This loom is
not suited for card weaving,
but will nest beautifully
with the mini card loom for
travel and storage.

This is the loom for the
serious card weaver, it was
designed for one purpose, to 
card weave.

Although 
similar in appearance to an 
inkle the front heddle arm 
is eliminated to give an 
unobstructed working area 
of 26 inches.

Our mini card loom was 
developed partly out of a 
natural progression and 
partly customer requests.  
The mini card loom is a 
great companion to the mini 
inkle loom.   Many of our 
customers find our larger 
inkle looms a convenient 
base for card weaving.  
When we d eveloped the mini 
inkle line the biggest trade 
off in a smaller size loom is 
less room between warp 
passes, therefore having no 
place for turning cards.  We 
retained all of the mini lines 
features in the design, it is 
still just 8 x 15 inches and 
under 14 ounces in weight 
with a five foot warp length.  
From there it is a complete 
redesign from a normal 
inkle loom.  The changes 
allow the clearance for 
turning the cards, and the 
tension is now distributed 
over five pegs instead of just 
two.  This loom will not do 
inkle weaving but will nest 
beautifully with our mini 
inkle loom for travel and 
storage.

This loom is both 
contemporary and rooted in 
the past.  In designing this 
loom it was a cross between 
old illuminations and 
research in old weaving 
books. It is a scaled down 
version of the looms shown 
with the Turkish card 
weavers from the past 
century.  In photographs 
they can be seen seated 
next to the 8 to 10 foot 
looms with their leg 
through the loom for 
tensioning.  The second 
inspiration for this loom are 
the illuminations of the 
12th to 16th centuries 
where the weaver is seated 
behind two upright posts 
with the warp stretched 
between.  The resulting 
loom we developed from 
these two sources is our 
Turkish card loom. As a 
card loom it works 
wonderfully for period 
users.  But more important, 
when used with a rigid 
heddle is the perfect way of 
making inkle strips in a way 
that is documented in the 
illuminations of the period.  
The working length on this 
loom is approximately 3 
feet, with unlimited warp 
length. We use reclaimed 
wood whenever possible.  
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coming soon several different sizes 
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Available in a variety of 
sizes and wood types, most 
of our lucets come with a 
pick and bobbin.  The pick 
was developed by us, to help 
those with arthritis as well 
as other medical problems 
which leave the fingers not 
so nimble, and those that 
just need a little extra help 
picking up that tiny 
thread.

Weaving sticks, fun and easy.  Another 
great project for children, but super for 
adults as well.

Put strips 
together to make a rug, blanket, or chair 
pad, the uses for the strips made with 
the weaving sticks are endless.  These 
have been around for a long time and 
many of you may remember doing 
something very similar using straws.  
Unlike straws that will only last a short 
time our weaving sticks are made from 
various hardwoods.  The weaving sticks 
are a great way to use up those small 
portions of yarn left over from other 
weaving, knitting, crochet, or any other 
yarn project.  Each set is hand rubbed 
with oil and finished with a hand buffed 
paste wax, this helps to protect the wood 
and prolong the life of your weaving 
sticks.

The spool loom, over the years the spool 
loom has been called corker, corking 
spool, knitting spool, knitting knobby, 
knitting nancy, french knitter and even 
bizzy lizzy. Simple to use and easy to 
transport. An easy to hold shape for 
small hands this is a great kid's activity 
but is also useful for adults to create 
beautiful braids for making baskets, 
rugs, trims, tote bag handles and more.  
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Our pocket loom set started out as a 
simple fun loom to pass time and teach 
the principles of weaving.  The 
inspiration came from old weaving books 
where you take a piece of cardboard and 
wrap the warp around the long axis, 
from there the weft weaves around the 
other.  To remove from the loom the warp 
threads on one end were cut and the 
loose threads woven back in. This caused 
way to much extra work and we quickly 
fixed this with a sacrifice thread at the 
top of the loom that the warp attaches to. 
Now before the weave is removed from 
the loom a draw string can be threaded 
through the warp and the sacrifice 
thread is cut to remove, thus preserving 
the warp threads and making a better 
pouch. This little loom will also last far 
longer than cardboard.  At Convergence 
we had a large number of experienced 
weavers grabbing these sets up, and I 
had to ask why.  Their use for this 
simple loom was to warp it up very 
quickly and to needle weave one pattern 
on one side and another on the opposite 
without going around the side as to 
make a pouch .  When they would cut the 
sacrifice thread they ended up with a 
very quick sample strip with two different 
weaves of new test fiber in a very short 
time. From there these can also be used 
to make book marks and favors.

The rigid heddle in all respects is the 
original inkle loom.  It dates back for 
centuries and is found in illuminations 
and archeological digs around the 
world.  They can be used as a backstrap 
loom or between two fixed points.  Our 
version of the rigid heddle is cut from 
furniture grade plywood and is finished 
with hand rubbed oil and followed with 
paste wax. It comes with a belt shuttle 
and a threader. It is the perfect 
companion to our Turkish card loom and 
when used in this manner has a striking 
resemblance to many illuminations of 
the renaissance period.  Different 
versions will be available in hardwoods 
in the future.
